Trieste, an International Free Port 
Major characteristics

All kinds of goods (both EU and non EU) may be stored

No time limit in the storage of goods

Non EU goods stored in the Free Port are free of import duties,
VAT and other import charges. No bank guarantee is due as long
as the goods are in the Free Port

The customs origin of goods can be retained

The Free Port can be home to any kind of industry, trade
or ancillary activities

If extra EU goods are imported, they may benefit from a 180 day
delay in the payment of customs duties, VAT and excise duties

Goods may be subject to industrial processing

Further advantages

Harbour duties lower than in other Italian ports

Simplified transit for commercial vehicles
directed abroad

Vehicle tax exemption for international vehicles
